- For A/C disconnect: Connect to the disconnect load side terminals.
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6. Reinstall cover on service disconnect or the electrical panel.

MOUNTING DIAGRAM

1. Install the ICM517A nipple through the knockout in disconnect box.

2. Install the rubber washer over the nipple on the inside of the
disconnect box.

3. Install the lock nut on the nipple and tighten down until the assembly
is secure.

If power is not present
at the breaker or disconnect, restore power and check the status light
on the ICM517A is illuminated.
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
